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The financing for this project, with an investment volume in 

the double-digit million euro range, was structured by DAL 

Deutsche Anlagen-Leasing GmbH & Co. KG (DAL) and will be 

made available successively as construction progresses.

The ground-mounted photovoltaic system will have a total 

nominal output of around 50 MWp and an annual production 

of around 100 GWh, which corresponds to the consumption 

of around 35,000 households. Commissioning of the plant 

on an area of 92 hectares with around 87,000 solar modules 

is scheduled for early 2025. The single-axis tracking of the 

system allows the solar energy to be used optimally.

The project will be financed with funds from KfW over a finan-

cing term of 20 years plus construction phase. The energy pro-

duction will be marketed under a 10-year „pay-as-produced 

PPA“ with an international offtaker with a strong credit rating.

Total output of the financed solar parks reaches 50 mega- 

watts.
